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INTRODUCTION

The following steps address the possible issues that may cause the pole plumber hoses to sag.

STEP 1

Check for broken springs by pulling out 2/3 of hose off the reel while observing the spring indicator
on the side of the reel spring canister.

If the spring is broken the indicator will be popped out. In the pictures below, the spring indicator is
not popped out indicating the springs are not broken.

STEP 2

If the spring indicator is popped out, replace the spring assembly.

STEP 3

If the spring indicator is showing a serviceable spring, disconnect the nonconductive TPP hoses at
the bulkhead. Mark each hose and cap and plug fittings. Figure 3

Escaping fluid under pressure can penetrate skin causing serious injury.

Relieve pressure before disconnecting hydraulic lines. Keep away from
leaks and pin holes. Use a piece of cardboard or paper to search for leaks.
DO NOT use your hand.

STEP 4

Fully wind up the hoses onto the reels to adjust
the spring tension. At this point the spring
tension is at its minimum.
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STEP 5

Remove the attached spanner wrench from the hose reel by removing the two 3/4” lock nuts and
washers to gain access to the 5-1/2” cover plate. Remove the 3 Phillips screws to expose the reel
shaft and spring hub.

STEP 6

Determine the number of turns for the tensioning of the spring. On the back side of the reel is the
reel data plate, which will indicate the number of turns and the direction to turn the spring hub under
installation instructions.
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STEP 7

Insert the spanner wrench into the holes of the spring hub.

Note: The two mount studs for storing the spanner wrench will need to be removed to complete a full
360-degree revolution.

Caution: Do not exceed the number of turns indicated. Over-tensioning can cause a broken spring or
sheared shaft.

STEP 8

Remove the spanner wrench and reconnect the 4 non-conductive hoses for proper tension.

The hoses should be riding on the roller guides and should require a slight hand pressure to move
the hoses off the reels. Perform a functional check through the full extension and retraction of the
hose reels.
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STEP 9

When completed, reinstall the cover plate and store the spanner wrench.

STEP 10

If replacing the hoses or reel, repeat Steps 3 and 4. Rotate the reel counter-clockwise to gain access
on the backside of the reel to remove the hoses.

When installing the new hoses to the fittings viewed through the connection windows, rotate the
reel counter-clockwise to get the fitting closest to the spring in the connection window. Connect the
longest hose to this fitting.

Rotate the reel counter-clockwise 180 degrees and attach the shorter hose to this fitting.

Continue to rotate the reel in the direction of free spring tension to wind up the hoses. At this point
repeat Steps 5 through 9.
