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ALL AERIAL DEVICES

For any of the aerials, if the ground slope is more than 5 degrees, the tires must be cribbed or
blocked until the chassis is at 5 degrees or less before setting the outriggers. We do not build any
aerial devices that require the tires to be off the ground for operation.

Working on slopes that exceed 5 degrees may result in vehicle tipping
over. The level indicators are only an operator aid, it will tell if the angle

is over 5 degrees at the indicator location but will not tell if the ground is
less than 5 degrees or frame twisted. The operator must visually verify the
ground condition.

UNITS OPERATED AT A 0° SLOPE

There are specific aerials and configurations that are required to have the chassis level (0-degrees)
for unit operation. These aerials are the TM model, Transmission TL (TL80, TL100, & TL80/112), and
units with hydraulic lifts of 13 feet and larger.

The operator’s manual or supplemental lift manual for these machines and decals on the machines
state that the unit must be level for operation.
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UNITS OPERATED AT A 5° SLOPE

All Terex aerial devices are tested and approved for working on slopes up to 5 degrees unless
specified in the unit specific manual and indicated by the level indicator and instructions near the
outrigger controls.

When parked on a 5-degree slope it may result in some of the tires not being on the ground once
leveled if equipped with 2 sets of outriggers. If only equipped with one set of outriggers all tires must
be on the ground and supporting the load.
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UNITS OPERATED AT A 20° SLOPE

We do have one configuration that allows operation on a 20-degree slope. It is equipped with a
pedestal that tilts to get the aerial device within 5 degrees of level.
